Description of the internship call
[bookmark: _Hlk218762029]This action aims to allow ten (10) students from the Master’s degree programs of the European project AI & Health to spend a 6-month internship in INRIA’s world-class labs (French Research Institute for Computer sciences). The action must contribute to promote Ph.D studies at Master’s level. This approach should help trainees in their professional specialization, thanks to the support and supervision provided by INRIA experts. The objective of the initiative is to make research teams/professionals from INRIA known by students and encourage graduate students to pursue studies at Ph.D level.
Funding modality
[bookmark: _Hlk218762727]The principles and procedure for awarding a grant: the call is open only for students from EU countries, EFTA countries, and those from countries already associated with the Digital Europe program (like Ukraine). Applicants need to be registered as students in the Master’s degree programs of the project AI & Health. Please note that this grant could not be combined with other EU funding (e.g., the allowance awarded as part of the student mobility for placement (SMP) within the Erasmus+ Programme) to avoid double-funding.
The grant is distributed under the financial support to third party implemented by INRIA (600 euros/month). The grant helps students in internship to cover travel expenses between the place of residence and the hosting labs, accommodation and subsistence costs. Repatriation insurance and liability insurance are not covered by the host laboratory.They must be taken out individually.
Data protection agreement for the internship in the hosting lab 
A data protection agreement must be signed between INRIA and the partner University, where the student is enrolled before the student arrives at the host organization. In the agreement, it is mentioned the conditions of access to the laboratory, the management of the intellectual property generated during the internship. INRIA’s department of legal Affairs can provide support for the drafting and the signature of such agreement between the two parties, except in exceptional circumstances.

· January 8, 2026: Opening of the internship call
· March 31, 2026: Deadline for applying for the call
· January/February 2026: Start of the internships at INRIA’s hosting labs
· October 2026: Deadline for completing an internship funded by INRIA’s financial support to third party.
Application and submission process

· A cover letter explaining the motivation for applying and how the grant would be used for (e.g., covering fees, travel, accommodation, living costs or other uses)
· The list of the courses taken and the grades received + transcript of records (Master 1) 
· Justification for any missed courses or low grades
· Brief CV
· A copy of the applicant’s passport

Selection criteria
[bookmark: _Hlk218763319]Grants will be awarded based on academic excellence, considering the number of courses and credits completed, grades achieved, and the convincing arguments of the cover letter.
In the event of a tie between applicants, preference will be given to the one, who provides clear and compelling reasons why the candidate applies for this grant and how he or she intends to use it.
